Studio teaching enables students to develop analytical,
creative and communicative methods. So as to develop
these methods three-dimensionally they are also
provided with artistic, graphic and technical skills.
During the two-year degree, students acquire the ability
and autonomy to manage the communication problem
of a client and to offer creative solution using volume
or space.

Students need to be interested in communication,
current events, the corporate world, products and
marketing. They also have to show curiosity, objectivity
and to have critical, anlytical and synthetical skills.

Career prospects

Graduates can work in 3D advertising, stand
design, event design, packaging agencies or work
independently.
